The person whose any part of the
body higher than the knee touches the ground loses. While the players
contended, the villagers would gather to watch and cheer. The game was
played as a tournament, and the player who won at the end received a bull as
a prize. Ssireum matches are being hold even these days on holidays such as
Chuseok.

Ondol is a traditional heating system in Korea that uses the fireplace to heat
up the whole room. When the broad and flat stone under the flow is heated,
the warm air goes up and the cold air goes down, making the whole room
warm. In Korea, people take their shoes off when they come into the house.
Also, Koreans do not sit on chairs indoors, but they sit on the floor and
sleep on the bedding spread on the floor. This life stle of sitting on the
floor is influenced by the traditional ondol heating system.

Ondol heating system is especially popular for women for it helps to warm up
the body and is good for blood circulation. Ondol still seems to be an
important part of Korean lifestyle because even for some modernized
buildings, they still use the ondol heating system and overseas Koreans miss
the ondol heating system as well. Recently, a ‘stoned-bed’ and
‘Jiim=jil-bang’ which also use the ondol heating system are quite popular in

Korea as well.

Ginseng is known to be good for health. It is called ‘in-sam’ in Korean
because it looks similar to a human body (‘in" means ‘human’ in Korean).
Since the ancient time, people have believed that one who eats ginseng would
not get old but would live a long life. Thus, ginseng has been used as a
medication for those who are physically weak. Just like the old saying ‘A good
medicine is bitter to the mouth’, it is too bitter to eat ginseng by itself. Thus, a
lot of food made from processed ginseng is being made.

The most well-known one is ginseng tea. Ginseng tea is made with ginseng
boiled for a long time, or ground into power and is mixed with hot water, and
drunk as a tea. The traditional Korean chicken soup (‘samgyetang’ in Korean) is
also a food that has ginseng in it. Samgyetang is made of chicken and ginseng,
and people usually eat it during summer.

Generally speaking, Koreans do not say ‘| am sorry’, ‘Thank you,” or ‘I love
you' often. The younger generation might be different, but from the traditional
point of view, expressing less of emotion was considered to be virtuous in
Korea. Also, Koreans tend to say ‘I did not do anything’ after offering help
and being appreciated for it. They also say ‘| have not been able to make a
lot of food, but please enjoy the meal’ when serving a wonderful dinner table
with lots of dishes for the guests. These kinds of sayings are Korean way of
being humble.

A funeral is a rite in which the dead person and his or her family and relatives bid
their farewell. In Korea, people attend the funeral rite after being heard of a friend
or a relative’s death. This is called ‘mun-sang’ in Korean. People should wear
black suits when attending the funeral. If one does not have a black suit, a dark
brown or a dark grey suit is accepted too. Women also should wear black clothes
with a light makeup. At the funeral, one writes one’s name in the visitor's book
and gives the condolence money. When entering the room with the deceased
person’s picture, one burns an incense and bows down or offers a flower and
prays in front of the picture; the ways differs according to religions. A funeral is
usually held on the third day after the person’s death. For a special occasion, a
funeral can be held after the fifth day of the death.

The education in Korea consists of six years in elementary school, three

years in middle school, three years in high school, and four years in college.
Before 2004, the six years in elementary school was mandatory, but after
2004, the education up to middle school is required. Thus, all Koreans must
attend school until middle school, and the tuition is paid by the Korean
government.

Before entering elementary school, most attend preschool for one to two
years. Also, most continue to study in college after graduating from high
school. There are three types of colleges: two, three, and four years. Those
who want to study more in one's specialized area after graduating from
college, attend graduate school to pursue a master's or and doctoral degree.

The curriculum in Korean schools consist of two semesters a year. The
first semester is from March to August, and the second semester is from
September to February. The vacation is between semesters——the summer

vacation starts at the end of July and the winter break starts in January.

For example, kye since Shila Dynasty, Durae, and Pumati are
different types of community activities that help others. Kye was made mostly
in order to give and receive economic help or to promote fraternity. Durae
was made to help one another's farm work during the busy season, and it
was organized within the unit of village. Pumati is a complex word of 'pum’
which means working and ‘'ati' which means exchange. Therefore, pumati
means to help each other with working. Afterwards, when Christianity spread
widely in Korea, the concept of volunteering service having the meaning of
helping each other emerged. This kind of volunteering service focuses on the
minors such as, children, women, and elders. In modern society, the range of
volunteering service has broaden to oversea and in every field people's daily
life. More people are participating in volunteering service, and it is getting
more various, thus, children, teenagers, college students, women and even
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elders, as well as companies are participating in it. With the participation of
diverse population, there has been a new kind of community service such as
requiring special knowledge and skill apart from merely physical labor or

support of finance.
